Place the Secure® Reversible Safety Mat on 
the floor in front of bed, chair or doorway. An 
8-foot cord with  
connecting metal  
pin comes out  
of the mat  
corner.

Connect the metal pin at the end of the 
8-foot cord to the Secure® Reversible Safety 
Mat Alarm shown in Figure 2.  The alarm is 
always on for resident safety. CAUTION! 
ALWAYS remove sensor mat pin from 
alarm by pulling straight up on the 
white “PULL” tab.  DO NOT attempt to 
remove pin any other way or you may 
damage  pin and void warranty. 

Figure 3 (SMA-80 w/holder shown) 
Insert the alarm into the alarm holder.   Affix 
the alarm in holder to the bed frame or other 
stationary object making certain that the 
cord is out of the way to avoid the possibility 
of tripping over or damaging the cord.  Set-
up is now complete.

Please do not 
place any heavy objects on top of the loosely folded mats 
when in storage as this may create a center crease and 
damage the mat's circuitry.

Creating a crease in the center of the mats by tightly 
folding the mats may damage the circuity and cause the 
mats to function improperly and void warranty.
